       В классе разный уровень языковой подготовки,  у детей разные способности и отношение к учебе, некоторые учащиеся изучают английский со 2 класса, но есть несколько учащихся из других школ, которые изучают язык с 5 класса. В целом класс с высоким уровнем работоспособности.
